Qualified applicants should be of Latino heritage on one or both sides of the family.  To be eligible to enter you must be female 17 to 24 years old by September 1, 2010.  Eligible applicants are current students or awaiting fall registration at an accredited college, university, or technical school.  Miss Latina Racine contestants must be available for appearances. Students attending school out of state must be willing to travel at their own expense to meet appearance requirements.  Applicants must also have a minimum 2.5 GPA.
Along with the entry form, you must also provide and submit the following:

· Provide a copy of your current transcript from your present school.

· Provide a copy of your Wisconsin diver’s license or Wisconsin ID for proof of Racine County residency.  Applicants must have resided in Racine County for a minimum of one year prior to applying.

· Provide a copy of your birth certificate for proof of age.
Proof of Latino decent upon request, one or both parents should be of Latino decent as defined in the Miss Latina Racine Scholarship Corp. policies and procedures.
· Submit two letters of recommendation for example from a teacher, counselor, coach, clergy, or employer sent directly from the person writing the recommendation to the Miss Latina Racine Scholarship contact listed above.  Recommendations by family members are not considered.
The Miss Latina Racine 2010 may receive up to a $2000 scholarship.  The first runner up may receive up to a $1000 scholarship; the four remaining applicants may receive up to a $500 scholarship.
